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What is Copyright?

* A copyright grants to its owner the right to control an
intellectual or artistic creation, including the right to profit from
others using the work in specific ways without permission or
from the sale and performance of the work.

« Copyright protection extends not only to copies of the written
word and recordings of sound, but to visual images such as
photographs, animated images, motion pictures, or
videotapes. It also includes taped live performances.

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How Long Does Copyright Last?

» All works published in the United States before 1924 are in
the public domain.

* Works published after 1923, but before 1978 are protected for
95 years from the date of publication. If the work was created,
but not published, before 1978, the copyright lasts for the life
of the author plus 70 years. However, even if the author died
over 70 years ago, the copyright in an unpublished work
lasted until December 31, 2002. And if such a work was
published before December 31, 2002, the copyright will last
until December 31, 2047.
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Fair Use

« Whatis Fair Use?

— Fair use is a legal principle that provides certain limitations on
copyrighted materials.

 Fair Use Allowances

— As examples, under fair use, a teacher or researcher is allowed a rather
limited amount of copying without the copyright owner’s permission for
such purposes as:

1. Criticism

2. Comment

3. News Reporting
4. Teaching

System of Georgia
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Four Factors of Fair Use

« The four factors considered are:
1. the purpose and character of your use
2. the nature of the copyrighted work
3. the amount and substantiality of the portion taken, and
4. the effect of the use upon the potential market.
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Fair Use - Situations

* Your work causes the owner of the original work to lose
money. For example, you borrow portions of a biology
text for use in a competing biology text.

« The copyright owner is offended by your use. For
example, you satirize the original work and your satire
contains sexually explicit references or other offensive
material.
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What is Creative Commons?

« Creative Commons is a nonprofit organization that
enables the sharing and use of creativity and
knowledge through free legal tools.

« Their free, easy-to-use copyright licenses provide a
simple, standardized way to give the public permission
to share and use your creative work — on conditions of
your choice.

Although they
are legally enforceable tools, they were designed in a

way that was intended to make them accessible to non-
lawyers.

This is the
most accommodating of licenses offered. Recommended

for maximum dissemination and use of licensed
materials.
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Attribution-ShareAlike (CC BY-SA)

« This license lets others remix, tweak, and build upon your work
even for commercial purposes, as long as they credit you and
license their new creations under the identical terms. This
license is often compared to “copyleft” free and open source
software licenses. All new works based on yours will carry the same
license, so any derivatives will also allow commercial use. This is
the license used by Wikipedia, and is recommended for materials
that would benefit from incorporating content from Wikipedia and
similarly licensed projects.

 This license lets others remix, tweak, and build upon
your work non-commercially, and although their new
works must also acknowledge you and be non-
commercial, they don’t have to license their
derivative works on the same terms.

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Attribution-NonCommercial-ShareAlike
(CC BY-NC-SA)

 This license lets others remix, tweak, and build upon
your work non-commercially, as long as they credit
you and license their new creations under the
identical terms.
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Attribution-NonCommercial-NoDerivs
(CC BY-NC-ND)

* This license is the most restrictive of the six main
licenses, only allowing others to download your
works and share them with others as long as they
credit you, but they can’t change them in any way or
use them commercially.

« The Public Domain Mark enables works that are no
longer restricted by copyright to be marked as such in a
standard and simple way, making them easily
discoverable and available to others.

« CCO enables scientists, educators, artists and other
creators and owners of copyright- or database-protected
content to waive those interests in their works and
thereby place them as completely as possible in the
public domain, so that others may freely build upon,
enhance and reuse the works for any purposes without
restriction under copyright or database law.
